
love to live!  Not only is giving at the core of 
Godôs nature, but it is fundamental to our own 
new spiritual nature.  At our new birth, we 
became a partaker of His divine nature   
(2 Peter 1:4).  Considering the meaning of 
ñpartakerò (koinƬnos) as it relates to ñHis 
divine natureò: we are companions in Godôs 
intrinsic qualities, full -sharers in the character 
of the Creator, partners in His divine being.  
Like Father, like son.  His giving nature is 
now our giving nature .  His divine nature  
has flooded us with His divine favor  (grace).  
Holy spirit within fully empowers us to 
disseminate Godôs gracious favor without 
hesitation.  We live in the Administration of 
Grace (charis-divine favor).  God labeled this 
entire time between Pentecost and the 
gathering together as a time of His favoring, 
blessing and rewarding His kids.  Therefore, it 
should come spiritually ñnaturalò for us to be 
givers, mimicking our Daddy!  Believers arenôt 
benevolent simply to acquire a sense-
knowledge self-worth or a philanthropic good 
feeling.  That kind of giving does not require 
holy spirit or Godôs agapƉ love.  We give, 
inspired by the spirit within, in order to glorify 
the Giver. 

Ephesians 5:1 (Magiera Aramaic) : 
Therefore, imitate God as beloved sons. 

Whatôs our priority in giving?  Our 
giving priority  is first to God, then to mankind.  
As we walk by His spirit, we saturate our 
thoughts, voices and actions in worship and 
praise to our Father, in the name of the Jesus 
Christ.  Thatôs giving first to Him, and that sets 
the pattern for all of our other giving.  Loveôs 
giving, at its core, is sacrificial; it gives up time, 
focus, commitment and resources that it could 
have kept for itself.  Our priority in giving is to 
continually give sacrifices of praise, which is 
giving thanks to God. 

Hebrews 13:15 -16 (NAS): 
Through Him then, let us continually offer 
up a sacrifice of praise to God, that is, the 
fruit of lips that give thanks to His name. 16 
And do not neglect doing good and sharing; 
for with such sacrifices God is pleased. 

Do we have the capacity to give?   Of 
course, because we have the greatest giver 
inside of us!  The Christ within us is itchinô to 
give.  Like his Father, Jesus gave it all for us.  

Galatians 2:20:  
I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I

ellow Laborers In Him,  
    When it comes to the topic of the holy              
 spirit, we often speak of God as the  
 Giver , and the spirit within a believer 

as the Gift .  Our Father is the Great Giver.  He 
is Jehovah-Jireh , ñthe Lord who sees and 
providesò (Gen. 22:14).  He is love; love is 
giving; therefore, Godôs very nature is to give, 
to bless, and to favor man in such a way that 
man is inspired to cultivate a relationship of 
worship back toward Him.  In John 3:16, ñthe 
worldò is surrounded by two great defining 
verbs, ñFor God so loved  the world, that he 
gaveéò   

Romans 8:32 (NLT) :   
Since he did not spare even his own Son but 
gave  him up for us all, won't he also give  us 
everything else? 

Matthew 9:8:  
But when the multitudes saw it , they 
marvelled, and glorified God, which had 
given  such power [authority] unto men.  

1 John 3:24b (NIV) : 
é this is how we know that he lives in us: 
We know it by the Spirit he gave us . 

1 John 5:11  (NIV):  
And this is the testimony: God has given us 
eternal life , and this life is in his Son.

live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: 
and the life which I now live in the flesh 
I live by the faith of the Son of God, 
who loved me, and gave  himself for 
me. 

Weôve got to let Christ out!  A vital 
message of the Great Mystery is that, even 
though the earthly ministry of the son of 
man, Jesus, has ended, the earthly 
ministry of Christ -in-us continues in 
dynamic power!  The full impact of the 
risen Christ is alive and well and 
evidenced as we give.  As givers, we 
give the Word of Christ on his behalf; we 
offer his touch with our touch; we bestow 
his love by our love; we provide his 
healing power by our compassionate 
action to heal.  Yes, we have the capacity, 
authorization and empowerment to give 
on behalf of the Giver. 

Why do we ñhaveò?  One of the great 
purposes in having is in giving .  The Giver 
gives so that our needs can be met 
abundantly, so that we, in turn, have (in 
order) to give, thus introducing others to 
the Giver.  The circle of blessing 

continues.  Blessed people bless people. 

Ephesians 4:28:  
Let him that stole steal no more: but 
rather let him labour, working with his 
hands the thing which is good, that he 
may have to give  to him that needeth.  

Soon after Pentecost, in Acts 3, we see 
Peter and Johnôs heart to spontaneously 
allow someoneôs need to ñinterruptò their 
day.  The lame man provided a need and a 
believing expectation.  God provided the 
power and authority.  Peter and John 
instinctively provided the loving and 
giving.   They delivered a gift from the 
Giveré a gift of healing.  In verse 6 (NIV), 
Peter said, ñé what I have I give éò  
The result?  They didnôt call the guy ñthe 
lame manò any more. 

What do I give?   Itôs simple.  I give 
from what Iôve been given.  I honor the 
Giver by giving something from  
everything  that Iôve been blessed with.  
All that I am and all that I have was given 
to me from God (Acts 17:28).  Simply 
having the gift of life itself means that I 

have aspects from that life to invest into 
the lives of others.  If I know some of 
Godôs Word, I share it.  If I have certain 
abilities, long -suits or gifted passions of 
service, then I impart that to others.  If I 
have health and strength, I give from 
those resources.  If I have financial 
resources, I fearlessly plant that seed in 
the good ground of my choosing.  If I have 
a home and vehicle, I endeavor to offer 
the benefits of those blessings to further 
the gospel.  Letôs consider every aspect of 
our livesé If I have been gifted with 
children, I do my part in ñgiving them to 
Godò by ñgiving God to them.ò  Even as 
their own free will develops, I can 
prayerfully dedicate (formally or 
informally) my offspring and raise them 
in Godôs Word (Deut. 6:7-9; 11:18-25; 
Psalm 78:1-7).  And as a personal family, 
we can cultivate the habit of giving  of our 
collective household resources. 

We will continue and conclude this topic 
on ñFinding Living in Givingò next 
month!

yet wave, o'er the land of the free, and the home of 
the brave." 

 
It  was the most inspiring moment I have had in Iraq and 

I  wanted you to know what kind of soldiers are serving you. 

Remember them as they fight for us!... Many  have already
