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Noble Saints!  

As a kid, my friends and I used to play out 
adventures in medieval nobility .  We 
enacted royal imaginations within 
cardboard kingdoms across our backyard 
Camelot.  Best friends were trusted knights 
and the local mutts faithfully filled the role 
of dragons.  With plastic swords and wild 
escapades, we lived out princely exploits to 
save carefully selected neighborhood 
damsels while simultaneously defeating 
invisible evil hordes.  In spite of all that 
fun, my quest for ultimate nobility wasnôt 
fulfilled in childhood imagination.   

The first definition for ñnobilityò in the 
Encarta Dictionary is ñhigh ideals or 
excellent moral character .ò  With that 
meaning in mind, surely Godôs people are 
interested in developing godly nobility as 
described in His Word.  In Acts 17, during 
his second itinerary, Paul escaped a great 
uproar in Thessalonica (verses 5-9) under 
cover of night, to travel approximately 30 
miles to the southwest to the small city of 
Berea.    

Acts 17:10  (NIV) 
As soon as it was night, the brothers 
sent Paul and Silas away to Berea. On 
arriving there, they went to the Jewish 
synagogue. 
 

Acts 17:11  
These [Berean Jews] were more noble  
than those in Thessalonicaé 

 

In this verse, weôre introduced to some 
people who were hungry to hear what Paul 
& Silas had to say.  Verse 11 tells us why 
God considers them ñmore noble.ò   

Acts 17:11 (NAS) 
Now these were more noble -minded  
than those in Thessalonica, for they 
received the word with great eagerness, 
examining the Scriptures daily, to see 
whether these things were so.  
 

Acts 17:11 (NIV) 
Now the Bereans were of more noble 
character  than the Thessalonians, for 
they received the message with great 
eagerness and examined the Scriptures 
every day to see if what Paul said was 
true. 

 

This verse describes why the Berean Jews 
were more noble by showing us:  

1) an action,  

2) how the action was carried out,  

3) another action,  

4) how often that action was carried out,  

5) the reason why the action was taken.  
 

As Paul and Silas preached and taught the 
gospel, the first action described is that the 
noble Bereans received the Word  (Gk., 
logos).  We receive many things every day 
from sources outside ourselves; at the end 
of the day, maybe we should ask, ñDid I 
make an effort to receive the Word 
today?ò (see also 1 Thessalonians 2:13). 

Secondly, the way that they received the 
Word was with great eagerness, zeal, 
and readiness of mind  (Gk., prothumia).  
That takes focused determination to want  

to know the truth.  Since millions of people 
teach the Bible, we must carefully choose 
from whom we want to learn.  Then, as we 
listen to someone sharing Godôs Word, we 
should expect with eagerness to learn.  
God may work within unexpected resources 
to get His will to us, but godly hunger will 
draw us toward the truth.  If itôs something 
weôve heard before, our eager mind should 
never shut down, but seeks to solidify our 
foundations.  If itôs something new, we 
should compare it with the Word of God 
that we know and be willing to either 
change our thinking or to stand firm on 
proven truth.  Both  old or new teaching 
may be either good or bad.  We must 
rightly divide whatever we hear as 
workmen.  Thatôs receiving the Word in a 
prothumia way.   

2 Corinthians 8:11, 12, 19 and 9:2 each 
use prothumia  to describe the 

eagermindedness we should have in how 
we give and receive financial abundance.  
The Gospels also wisely observe that ñthe 
spirit [manôs mental desire] is willing 
[prothumos-eager], but the flesh is weak.ò  
Paul wrote to the Romans, even before he 
had visited them, that he was ñeager 
[prothumos] to preach the Good News in 
Rome.ò  Another occurrence is in reference 
to how shepharding-pastors are to eagerly 
serve. 

1 Peter 5:2 -3 (NIV) 
Be shepherds of God's flock that is under 
your care, serving as overseers--not 
because you must, but because you are 
willing, as God wants you to be; not 
greedy for money, but eager 
[prothumos] to serve; 3 not lording it 
over those entrusted to you, but being 
examples to the flock. 

 

The third point in godly nobility that I see 
in Acts 17:11 is the action that they took 
once they had eagerly received the Word.  
Their response wasnôt to ñswallowò Paulôs 
teaching just because it sounded fresh, 
interesting or made them feel good.  What 
we hear isnôt the truth just because weôd 
like it to be.  Even results themselves donôt 
always prove the truth of an applied 
principle.  Paulôs reputation, presentation, 
intellect, or following were not enough to 
convince these noble Bereans to believe 
what they heard.  Before ñmany of them 
believedò (verse 12), these eager receivers 
searched the Scriptures.  The word 
ñsearchò is the Greek term, anakrino, which 
means to examine, to investigate, to trace 
minutely, to estimate carefully, or to make 
a careful judgment about something.  
These people wanted to know what they 
were putting their faith in.   

Proverbs 25:2  
It is the glory of God to conceal a thing: 
but the honour of kings is to search out a 
matter.  

 

Next, verse 11 tells us the frequency that 
the noble Bereans went to the Word.  It 
says that they examined the written Word 
every day .  In other words, it was a 
joyful, common, daily habit for these 
hearers to seek out the written revelation 
of God.  Each of us has personal habits 
that are consistent behaviors that tend to 
define us.  One of those habits for 
someone who has godly nobility is to

examine the Scriptures ñat the drop of a 
hat.ò  It is a lifestyle for every believer to 
simply enjoy the quest of the written 
Word.  This is how God chose to reveal the 
specifics of His nature.  Surely we want to 
develop the habit that Jesus had to live ñIt 
is written.ò  To live an ñIt is writtenò 
lifestyle, we must first know what is 
written.  Or as Paul often asked, ñWhat 
does the Scripture say?ò (Romans 4:3a, 
NIV).   

This is not to say that every believer is 
called to academia or to intellectualism.  
Far from it.  But we are called to be eager 
seekers of how our beliefs line up with the 
written Word.  I had a friend in high 
school, named Randy, who was utterly 
illiterate. He not only wasnôt an intellectual, 
he could hardly read a word on a page.  
When he and I took a bible class together, 
several of us fellow-students read his 
assignments to him and he devoured the 
Scriptures as he heard them, even though 
he had no academic ability.  Randy was 
noble like the Bereans; he received the 
Word eagerly and made it a habit to do 
what it took to find out what the Bible said 
about what he was hearing, before he 
believed it.   

Each of us has a mind full of thoughts, 
intentions, purposes, desires, attitudes and 
emotions coming from numerous sources 
and experiences.  What we feel or what we 
have experienced is not the judge of our 
heart and mind.  Godôs Word alone is the 

ñcritic,ò the judge or discerner of all that 
goes on in our minds (Gk., kritikos, Heb. 
4:12).   

Acts 17:11 concludes by telling us the fifth 
point which is the reason why  these 
noble Bereans examined the Scriptures 
habitually.  It says they took this action of 
investigation and questing in order to see 
if what they were being taught was 
true .  God describes the Bereans as 
having high godly ideals and excellent 

moral character because their habit was to 
eagerly receive  the Word ( logos), and to 
daily examine  the Scriptures to verify 
what they were taught, before they put 
their trust in it.  

After these five simple steps, then verse 
12 came to pass that ñmany of them 
[Jews & Gentiles] believed.ò  We are 
defined by what we believe.  Like the 
Bereans, when we base our faith on Godôs 
Word that we have eagerly received, and 
when we have a habit of seeking out the 
Scriptural foundation of what weôre being 
taught, then we can enjoy the benefits of 
a moral character based on Truth.  Weôll 
be people of godly nobility!
