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is compared to both the manifestations 
and to this diversity of giftings in the Body 
of Christ. 

1 Corinthians 12:12 -21, 25 -27 (NLT):  

The human body has many parts, but the 
many parts make up one whole body. So 
it is with the body of Christ. 13 éwe all 
share the same Spirit. 14 Yes, the body has 
many different parts, not just one part. 15 
If the foot says, "I am not a part of the 
body because I am not a hand," that does 
not make it any less a part of the body. 16 
And if the ear says, "I am not part of the 
body because I am not an eye," would 
that make it any less a part of the body? 
17 If the whole body were an eye, how 
would you hear? Or if your whole body 
were an ear, how would you smell 
anything? 18 But our bodies have many 
parts, and God has put each part just 
where he wants it. 19 How strange a body 
would be if it had only one part! 20 Yes, 
there are many parts, but only one body. 
21 The eye can never say to the hand, "I 
don't need you." The head can't say to the 
feet, "I don't need you."é  25 This makes 
for harmony among the members, so that 
all the members care for each other. 26 If 
one part suffers, all the parts suffer with 
it, and if one part is honored, all the parts 
are glad. 27 All of you together are 
Christ's body, and each of you is a part of 
it [ñmembers in particularò ïKJV].  

Each part of the human body needs each 
other part for the entire body to be whole 
and to fully accomplish its functions and 
purposes.  Similarly, each manifestation 
of the spirit is a critical member of the 
whole body of manifestations, both within 
an individualôs life and as they are 
operated among a group of believers. 

The second aspect in this double analogy 
is the comparison between the human 
body and the Body of Christ as reflected in 
the giftings of its membership.  The foot, 
hand, ear and eye are mentioned as 
examples.  As we look across the Body of 
Christ, we see a wide assortment of gifted 
energizings, meeting a variety of distinct 
needs.  Letôs applaud all Godôs workings! 

We need to guard against getting so 
focused on our own long-suits in ministry 

Beloved of God,  

God bless you!  I continue to be inspired 
at the great diversity among the members 
of the Body of Christ.  When accepting 
Christ as lord, God planted within each of 
us a unique set of gift ministries of 
service through which to worship Him 
and to reach the world.  These inherent 
abilities are imprinted in our ñnew-man 
spiritual genetics,ò enabling us to 
abundantly serve among both the Body of 
Christ and the world around us.  

These long-suits are a ñgifting packageò of 
God-given competencies and aptitudes 
that make each believer distinctive in 
their life of service.  They are, in truth, a 
gift to the church  by way of Godôs grace 
and the believing of the individual.  In a 
sense, every believer has gifts to offer to 
every other believer!  These gifts are to be 
ñdeliveredò in the right way (in love), at 
the right time (as God provides 
opportunities).   

These are areas in which we can especially 
focus our love, believing and giving with 
particular effectiveness. In fact, we 
commonly gravitate toward areas of 
service in which we can particularly use 
our special enablements.  What we enjoy 
doing and areas in which we commonly 
excel are often a direct reflection of these 
spiritual giftings in us.  God has not only 
commissioned each saint to invoke and 
impart His will to the world, but He has 
also etched within each believer unique 
capacities to do it.   

It is exciting to observe when a believerôs 
areas of personal interest, desire and 
calling meet up with the actual needs of 
the people and communities around him.  
Frederick Buechner offers insight by 
saying, ñThe place where God calls you is 
the place where your deep gladness and 
the worldôs deep hunger meet.ò 

This interface of gladness and hunger 
represents a sphere of influence open to 
every believer who has the desire to reach 
out with the purposes and passions that 
the Father has imprinted on his heart.  
Acting in accordance with these unique 
capacities gives us the fulfillment, 
satisfaction and contentment that every 

person is born desiring.  Godôs Word tells 
us that God Himself distributes and 
energizes gifts, opportunities for service, 
and the effects produced. 

 1 Corinthians 12:4 -6:  

Now there are diversities of gifts, but the 
same Spirit. 5 And there are differences of 
administrations, but the same Lord. 6 
And there are diversities of operations, 
but it is the same God which worketh all 
in all.  

 Itôs the Fatherôs ñjobò to provide spiritual 
abilities, ways to serve and the energizing 
of His gifts.  That takes a load off of us!  
Heôll certainly do His part.  Our part in the 
partnership is to effectively use what God 
has made us in Christ.  We yearn to do our 
utmost for His Highest.  It is not a striving 
toward self-righteous performance and 
personal achievement; it is a fervent 
desire to fully walk in our God -given 
righteousness, to glorify God, and to carry 
out His calling and commissioning.  We 
have already achieved ñjust-rightnessò in 
Christ, so that our hearts can be 
completely free and unfettered to move 
fast and far with Him.  

After laying out the nine manifestations of 
the spirit in 1 Corinthians 12:7-11, the 
Scriptures continue with a wonderful 
double analogy in which the human body 
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that we are tempted to criticize the 
distinctive service efforts of another 
believer.  The foot might say about the 
hand, ñWhy is he always grabbing, 
pointing, holding and patting people on 
the back?  Heôs great when it comes to 
hitch -hiking, but he doesnôt really take 
this body anywhere!ò Mmmm. The hand 
could retort, ñLook at that 
foot; all she does is walk, run 
and kick!  She helps a lot with 
travel, but she never reaches 
out to greet people!ò    

A pastor might question why 
an evangelist may not seem to 
excel at tenderly shepherding 
or being as family-focused.  A 
teacher might wonder why a 
preacher doesnôt present the scriptures 
more deeply.  A preacher might think a 
teacher is too intellectual.  A prophet 
might wonder why a mercy-giver is not 
more vision-focused.  An apostle might 
question why someone dedicated to helps
-and-governments doesnôt seem more 
sent on a mission.   

Unspoken questions might be, ñWhy 
doesnôt that other guy emphasize the stuff 
that motivates me?ò  ñWhy does that lady 
say it that  way?ò  ñArenôt my ministries 

the most important ones? Arenôt my ways 
the only ways to move the Word?ò 

Of all the questions that each servant-
minister might ask himself, two that 
trump them all are  ñWhat does the 
Word say?ò  and ñWhat does God 
want in this situation?ò  There are 
many experiences, emotions, feelings, 

sincerities and inspirations 
involved in loving service.  
The truth of Godôs written 
Word will keep all 
inspirations on -track with 
Truth.  Experiences never 
determine what is doctrinal 
truth.  We should be deeply 
sincere about the believing 
service that we perform, but 

our sincerity, emotions and experiences 
will never trump the written Word. 
Scripture is the great lie-detector, 
stamping out truth -decay!  ñFor the Word 
of Godé judges the thoughts and 
reasonings of the heart.ò (Heb. 4:12, 
Magiera NT Peshitta Translation).  Godôs 
Word separates truth from error in the 
activities of every type of ministering 
service. 

 Ephesians 4:1 -6 (NIV) :  

As a prisoner for the Lord, then, I urge 

you to live a life worthy of the 
calling you have received .  
[How?...] 2 Be completely humble and 
gentle; be patient, bearing with one 
another in love. 3 Make every effort to 
keep the unity of the Spirit through the 
bond of peace. 4 There is one body and 
one Spirit --just as you were called to one 
hope when you were called-- 5 one Lord, 
one faith, one baptism; 6 one God and 
Father of all, who is over all and through 
all and in all.  

 To better discover our unique spiritual 
gifts, we simply jump into todayôs 
opportunities for service.  Awareness and 
understanding of our gifts follow our 
efforts to serve.  Our strengths become 
obvious to those we serve, as we serve.  
Leaving self-focus behind, doors will 
abundantly open for us to both operate 
manifestations of the spirit and to walk in 
our spiritual giftings.  What a 
combination of power!  What 
completeness!  What reason for rejoicing 
and thanksgiving!  God has set us up for 
success by providing a spiritually well-
equipped life for true worship of Him and 
true service to those around us!
